2. What’s Happening in Your Area & Community Priorities

16 crimes reported during December 2019, a slight increase from 15 recorded in November 2019; 
a. Residential Burglary reports – Five reports during December.Residential burglary saw a sharp increase during December 2019

In the early hours of 10th December an AUDI Q5 was stolen with keys following a burglary in East Lambwath Road, Withernwick. The vehicle has since been recovered.
On 13th December an intruder had entered an insecure garage and located spare keys to the dwelling, frozen foods was taken. 
During the day of 14th December a paving slab was put through the patio doors of a property on Appleby Lane, Burstwick to gain entry and a jewellery box with contents and a laptop was taken. 
An electronic tablet was taken during an overnight burglary via an open door to a property in Swine on 20th December. 
An attempt to gain entry to a property on Coniston Lane, Swine around 2pm on 28th December was disturbed by the occupant when they heard a rear window been smashed. A 15 year-old teenager from Hull (who cannot be named for legal reasons) has been charged with two burglaries and an attempted burglary.

The teenager is due to appear in court on 31 December 2019 charged with the attempted burglary 
Three other teenagers arrested yesterday have been released pending further enquiries.

We are grateful for the help of the public in helping us with our enquiries and continue to appeal for anyone with information about those suspected of involvement in crime to call us on 101 to report their concerns to us.
We are investigating all these offences and area appealing for anyone who knows about these incidents
b. Garage Burglary reports – three reports. Garden tools was stolen from an open garage on Trinity Close, Burstwick between 14th/19th December. A resident disturbed a group of youths trying to force open an up & over garage door on Meaux Road, Wawne around 2:30pm on 28th December. An outbuilding on Lambwath Lane, Rise was broken into between 28th/29th December a black YAMAHA 250 with registration number L904YKH was stolen along with an electric tricycle.
To keep your home:
- Use timer switches on lights to make it look as if your home is occupied.
- Ensure all doors and windows are secure when you leave and when you go to bed.
- If possible use security lighting at the front and back of your property.
- Make sure all garden tools and ladders are locked away when not being used.
- Use a good quality lock on any garden sheds and outhouses.
- Make a note of all makes, models and serial numbers of expensive items in your home.
- Create a FREE and secure inventory of all your personal property at www.immobilise.com
- If you notice anything suspicious in your neighbourhood report it on 101.
c. Thefts – three thefts reported, 4th December - Scrap metal taken from a garden on Westlands Road, Sproatley. A make off without paying for fuel on A165 Riston. A theft of association funds has been reported and is currently been investigated.
d. Damage – three reports. 5th December -a vehicle parked on Oak Close, Sproatley had been covered with eggs and flour. 26th December A bottle was thrown at a property on England Road, Bilton which caused the front window to smash. 28th December -A garden gate was damaged by unknown means on Seaside Road, Aldbrough.
e. Vehicle Crimes –   around 4:05am 28th December, a driver delivering newspapers to a shop in Skirlaugh left the vehicles engine running whilst unloading the newspapers. A man enters the vehicle and starts to drive off, the vehicle stalls and he makes his escape.

It is believes the suspect driven off in a black van parked nearby.

If you witnessed anything suspicious around this time, have any CCTV footage or captured the registration number of the black van; Please call the Police on 101 and quote investigation number 16/139909/19

Rural Crime Officers will be conducting drop-ins to farms and businesses this month to offer advice on target hardening their assets as part of tackling rural crime.
Poaching season is upon us and hare coursing activity usually increases over the autumn months, Wildlife Officers will make rural patrols under OPERATION GALILEO to tackle and disrupt offenders involved in this activity.
Three men have been reported for Hare Coursing in Rise. Working in conjunction with local Land owners and Farmwatch the three males were observed on Land with three Dogs and as a result all were reported for the Wildlife Offences
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Theft We continue to patrol in a High Visibility manner to deter any crime and provide support and reassurance to the public. An important source of information on those people are that are involved in either stealing or selling on the stolen goods comes from the public. 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3. Antisocial and criminal use of mopeds in Hull and surrounding villages of East Riding of Yorkshire

We are aware of and are taking measures against those individuals reported to be riding mopeds antisocially and committing crimes around the city and surround villages over this weekend.

These individuals have been reported to have committed a number of offences and have been seen riding in a dangerous and antisocial way.

Chief Superintendent Christine Wilson said, “We have had a lot of reports in the past 24 hours of mopeds being ridden by two or sometimes even three people on each bike, often without helmets.

“We are acting on information to arrest those who we believe are responsible.

“However, in the meantime specialist roads policing officers are in the area to catch those involved and provide reassurance to residents.

“We will take every opportunity, including pursuit management tactics, where proportionate, to stop and detain those believed to be involved. Although every measure will be taken to mitigate any risk, we know such tactics could potentially result in the riders being injured.  We must, however, take the necessary steps to carry out our duty to protect the public.

“We would appeal directly to parents to speak to their children and young adults about the dangers of riding mopeds without helmets and that the police are being forced to take these steps because of the potential dangers to themselves and others.

“We have received a number of reports of these riders being involved in criminality around the villages east of Hull and I would ask that anyone with CCTV footage, that has not already been in touch, to call us on 101 to provide us with that footage.  If anyone has dashcam footage they can upload it using our online portal: https://www.humberside.police.uk/dash-cam-reporting
